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ECG
· Required for patients with a history of : arrhythmia, MI, HTN, CHF, previous abnormal ECG, cocaine use and for diabetic patients over the age of 50
· ECG within 1 year of planned procedure is acceptable if: It is documented to be patient’s baseline rhythm and there have not been any changes in medical history or functional capacity
BMP
· Required for patients with a history of: diuretic use, digoxin use, renal insufficiency, DM, CHF
· BMP within 90 days of planned procedure is acceptable if: the lab obtained was unremarkable and there have not been any changes in medication dosage or functional capacity
CBC
· Required for patients with a history of:  significant anemia, COPD, renal insufficiency, cancer treatment within the last 6 months
· CBC within 90 days of planned procedure is acceptable if: the lab obtained was unremarkable or at the level of the patient’s baseline
PT/PTT
· Required for patients on anticoagulation therapy or with a history of clotting disorder
· PT/PTT within 90 days of planned procedure is acceptable if: the lab obtained was unremarkable, the value is at the patient’s baseline, there have not been any changes in medication dosage and if the surgeon does not order it to be repeated within a more narrow range of time
T&S
· Required for patients undergoing D&C
· This lab must be documented prior to the day of surgery
CXR
· Only recommended if there is a higher than average probability of morbidity related to surgery or anesthesia. 
· Asthma patients do NOT require a CXR
